8 GREAT THINGS TO LOOK FORWARD TO IN 2010  
 

1. MORE MILK CRATE WORKSHOPS AND LIVE PERFORMANCES  then ever before including shows at 
Edward Eagar Lodge, Parramatta Mission, in Wooloomooloo and at womens services. 
 

2. This year some of our PROFESSIONAL ACTORS WILL TEACH WORKSHOPS AND DIRECT  SHOWS. 
In April/May Maurie will be teaching the workshops at Edward Eagar Lodge, Graeme will be teaching the 
workshops at Ozanam Learning Centre and Eliza will be teaching the workshops at Parramatta Mission. 
 

3. This year we have introduced a MILK CRATE THEATRE MEMBERSHIP . After you perform with us you 
can choose to become a Milk Crate Theatre member. Members will receive a membership card and will be 
kept in the loop for discounted theatre tickets, creative opportunities, social outings and other exciting things.  
 

4. All our Milk Crate Theatre members will be able to join in on MEMBERSHIP FORUMS and vote for MILK 
CRATE REPS who will report member’s issues to the Milk Crate Theatre Steering Committee. We will have 
a membership forum before every steering committee meeting to discuss issues relevant to the company.  
 

5. We are also planning to introduce DIFFERENT THEATRE FORMS into some of our Open workshop 
programs later in the year. All of our Home-Delivered and Out West programs will remain focused on 
devising and improvising. We are also trying to organise a short one-off workshop focused on “How to 
Audition”. Stay tuned for dates for these! 
 

6. We are currently meeting with TAFE NSW to discuss how some of Milk Crate Theatre’s programs can get 
you a TAFE ACCREDITATION in theatre or communication. We are hoping that one of our programs in 
2010 will be able to offer this.  
 

7. The professional production INTERSECTION that was first developed in 2008 will go into full 
professsional production in 2010. INTERSECTION will essentially be the same show, but will be re-worked 
to be even better! Rehearsals will be held in July and August with the show going up over two weeks in 
September.  
 

8. EDGE OF YOUR SEAT PROGRAM - is what we are calling our free theatre nights. It will vary slightly this 
year – we are broadening it so that you get to see lots of variety. It will feature a range of performance styles, 
venues and theatre companies. It will be open to members who are currently in classes.
